Prince Orlando (male or female): Principal boy. Confident, friendly and witty. Falls in love with 
the princess and has to save her.  

 

Magnificent (male or female): The baddie. Must be able to work well with the audience to 
encourage participation. Strong character, the boss of Dumb and Dumber.  

 

The good Fairy (female): Our story teller. Sometimes speaks in rhyme. Narrates the piece and 
helps save the day at the end!  

 

Dumb (male or female): Clues in the name. Must have good comic timing and able to work well 
in a pair.  

 

Dumber (male or female): Clues in the name. Must have good comic timing and able to work 
well in a pair. 

 

Bella (female): The Princess’ bestie. A funny, light-hearted character and Tommy’s girlfriend.   

 

Tommy  (male) - The Buttons type character and Nurse’s son. Must be able to work well with the 
audience to encourage participation.

Nurse (male): Nanny to the Princess and mum to Tommy. Traditional Dame. Flirty and funny.
